)As much as I like people and adventures there are times when I need to stay still. After Joe died I had to listen to advice and not return to ministry right away. My emotions were raw and there was so much new to figure out. I am thankful I listened to sage advice givers in my life because it has made all the difference to my ministry now.
This week has been frustrating because I had to slow down. There was a school assembly on Friday but thankfully someone stepped in. I had to have folks help me at Lydia’s dance shows this weekend but many people stepped in and kept her going in a positive direction. I am having to consider that I might not be able to take on my upcoming busy week and will have to cut a few things…I don’t like that either. But we must listen when God is calling us to be still.
Psalm 46 is one of my favourite Psalms and it has a lot to say about trusting God and knowing that he is in control. Two of the verses I find meaningful in it are verses 10 and 11:
He says, “Be still, and know that I am God; I will be exalted among the nations, I will be exalted in the earth.” The Lord Almighty is with us; the God of Jacob is our fortress.
The world is not going to fall apart if someone has to do the children’s talk other than me (actually is there any one out there that would like to do it even when I am not sick?? I love for the children to hear other people’s voices!) or if I have to hold off on a meeting or start the bible study a bit later.
The world is not going to fall apart if you need to say ‘no’ to something in your life either. Even though that can be hard to do it can also be a blessing. We all have special gifts but God can use all of us and sometimes when someone steps down for a time, help comes from unexpected directions!
I wonder if you have ever had an experience like this? It is not just when we are ill physically but sometimes, we are just mentally tired and we need some time to refresh our inmost being. God meets us in those places. In fact sometimes he is waiting patiently for us for a long time, calling our name and letting us know it is time to sit with him.
My faith grows in these opportunities where I have to rely on God and say ‘I need help’. I can’t do it on my own. No one can do it all on their own. We need each other. We need to work together as the body of Christ. Some of us need more help than others and that is ok. We are here for each other as the family of God.
Please let us know if you have something in your life that you need help with and there is a way we can assist. Please tell us if you have taken something on at church and you are feeling like you are burning out and need a break. We need to listen to one another and most of all listen to God.
The call to take a slow down is a precious space to remember our God is in charge and is with us!
My prayer for each of us as we ramp up our summer programs-holiday club, Scottish week etc, that we would also have time to sit and reflect on the God who loves us and who wants to show us grace and mercy in abundance.
Sitting still can be difficult but it is also not a negative; it provides space for us to grow and stretch. It allows others to shine and fill in the gaps and in those spaces God shows up in big ways! I am looking forward to lots of activity serving God this summer but also to some quiet time each day to listen to God calling me (and all of us) to sit beside Jesus and learn, just like Mary did so long ago.
Luke 10:39b and 42b ‘…Mary, who sat at the Lord’s feet listening to what he said…Mary has chosen what is better, and it will not be taken away from her.’
I look forward to hearing about your journey of sitting at the feet of the Lord and what God is saying to you!

)On 2nd March Claire Russell who is in charge of “ Visitor Experience” in Haddo House came to give us a quick history of Haddo. It was Designed in 1732 by William Adam, for the 2nd Earl of Aberdeen. But it was the 4th Earl of Aberdeen, George Hamilton Gordon (1784-1860) who invested in Haddo, planting 14 million trees, accumulating lots of the surrounding land and forming 3 manmade lakes. He was the Prime Minister who took us into the Crimea War.
Later John Campbell Gordon(1847-1934) 3rd son of the 5th Earl brought his young 3rd wife, Ishbel ( his first 2 wives having died
giving birth) to Haddo and she hated it. So he gave her £100,000, the equivalent of
£15,000,000 in today’s money, to improve the inside of the House. They added the beautiful chapel in the late 1880’s.
Ishbel was an amazing lady, devoting much of her time to being a suffragist and activist on behalf of women and servants . She was very much respected in Canada and where ever she lived for the work she did. At Haddo she was the founder and president of the Young Women’s Improvement Association.
During WW II Haddo House became a maternity hospital where 12,000 babies were born. David and June Gordon did a great deal for Haddo in the Arts World bringing lots of famous musicians and actors to the North East to join in the Haddo productions. It was they who gave Haddo House to the National Trust.
She finished her fascinating talk with a ghost story. No need to worry he is friendly.
